NCLOR 5.0 Moodle 2.x Module UPDATE Instructions 
(NCCCS Community College Integrations)
Before you begin…
You will need the shared secret ID and shared secret for your college to complete the “Configuring the NCLOR Resource Module” section below. (for details see below) 

The following steps will need to be completed on each moodle instance you have. The same NCLOR shared Secret ID and shared secret values are to be used for each Moodle instance a college may be using.
If you are hosting Moodle 2.x with a hosting service provider, you should follow the steps below for updating the NCLOR module.

1. Open a help desk ticket with your hosting vendor requesting they install/update the NCLOR 5.0 module on your instance.

2. After you have confirmation that the 5.0 module is available on your instance, you should follow the instructions in the “Configuring the NCLOR Resource Module” section of this document.
If you are hosting Moodle 2.x on your own servers, you should follow the steps below for updating the NCLOR module.
1. Open an FTP connection to your moodle server.

2. On the moodle server, under the “moodledirectory”/mod/ directory on the file system, delete the “Equella” folder

3. Under the moodledirectory/lang/en/ directory on the file system, delete "equella.php".

4. Navigate to: http://www.nclor.org/nclorprod/items/ffd6cbd6-1606-43b4-be82-a3d75f23d4e1/1 and download the Moodle 2.x Module (nclor50-moodle-2.x.zip) and extract the Equella folder to your desktop.

5. Copy the extracted Equella folder from your desktop to moodledirectory/mod folder.

6. Log into your moodle site as an admin and click on the Notifications link on the admin panel. Doing this should activate an automated process that will locate and add the module. 

a. Once this install process is complete (Moodle may present a page saying the tables have been created successfully), you can then configure the new module.
7. Next, go to Configuring the NCLOR Resource Module section of this document.

Configuring the NCLOR Resource Module

You can now configure the new module by following the steps below: 

1. Select Plugins from the Site Administration pane and then Activity Modules.
2. Select NCLOR Resource from the Activities list. The NCLOR Resource page is displayed. 
3. On the NCLOR Configuration page (seen below), enter the following configuration settings.

Notice: When you view the configuration page you may see a warning stating the version of the installed Moodle module and the Equella instance does not match. You can ignore this warning.
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a. Enter http://www.nclor.org/nclorprod/signon.do in the EQUELLA server field.

b. The EQUELLA action should be set to the default of selectOrAdd
c. Restrict selections field should be set to the default of No restrictions.
d. The EQUELLA Options field should be left blank.
e. Select Resource drop down from the Integration location field.
f. EQUELLA administrator username field should be left blank.
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g. In the Shared Secret Settings area, you will find the Share Secret ID & Shared Secret fields for each teacher or admin role you have in your Moodle instance. You should place the Share Secret ID & Shared Secret information that was given out by the NCLOR system admin in EACH of these fields. 4. Click the Save changes button

The Moodle module should now ready for faculty use.
